COUNTY REPRESENTATIVE MEETING

JUNE 26th, 2010 @ 0933 HRS

The County Rep. Meeting was called to order by the County Rep. Committee Chairperson, Larry Chaffin, at 0933 hours.  A sign-in sheet was sent around by L. Chaffin.  Minutes of the Spring Conference County Rep. Meeting are posted near Registration Desk.  
Larry discussed some changes coming for the Code of Regulations. A main item was the need to ensure the Elections process is more legitimized.  Part of this is to develop standardized ballots for the voting.  No absentee voting is allowed – addresses at a Board meeting previously.  Legitimacy will also help if the Organization is “backing a proposition” or taking a “stance for/on something”.  Pineapple asked, “How can we do this in a timely manner? – is a real logistical issue”.

The trial for expulsion proceedings for a member or Board member must be by a “Secret Ballot” that is written and the results recorded officially.  This will help to be addressed as we come up with the Standardized ballot mentioned a few minutes ago.

Any member is welcome to attend Committee meetings to provide input or commentary.  However, when the Committee is making a decision, NO ONE has a “right” to be there or help with the decision, other than the Committee members. 

Larry also brought up the when we are considering changing the OAEMS Code of Regulations (COR) or the Standard Operating Guideline’s (SOG’s), we need to be critically thinking about whether the change really is “good” or “bad” for the organization, and if it is truly “necessary”.  Also needing considered is whether the change is going to “help” or “hurt”, “promote” or “hinder”, the organization, and whether it is a “temporary” or “permanent” change needing made.   We need to discuss the Proposals with each other and also have a check done on the legal verbiage to be used.

Mention was made to remind everyone that the Corporate Members get one vote if their dues are paid up and it is one representative per corporation who can cast the vote as long as they have been designated as such on company letterhead given to Kat. 
Also mentioned during this was that the 501(c)(3) governing body does review our By-Laws at least once a year to ensure we are meeting their requirements.

A reminder was given that County Reps. can invite someone to attend the conference free of charge, but they will not receive CEU’s.
An SOG notebook, and COR notebook, and other guides as needed or prudent are going to be developed and placed at the Registration Desk during future conferences for any member to peruse.  If people want to take it to a set and review it, a Sign-out sheet should be developed and they must be directed not to leave the near vicinity of the Registration Desk.
