SUMMER 2010 General Business Meeting Minutes

Roll Call of Officers taken: Present: President Karen Beavers, Vice President Pat Roberts, Treasurer/Webmaster Bill Roberts, Dist. 1 Dir. Melanie Erbaugh, Dist. 3 Dir. Larry Paine, Dist. 5 Dir. Brian Rogers, Dist 2 Dir. Larry Chaffin, Dist. 4 Dir. Don Phillips, and Recording Secretary Shane Cochrane.

Barb Montler and Sharon O’Reilly, the Credentialing Committee, confirmed that a quorum was present.

Announced the Minutes from Spring Conference 2010 are posted and motion to approve was asked for.  Allan D. motioned to approve and seconded by Gary B.  Shane abstained. Minutes approved as posted. 

Announcement made that we had 166 people pre-registered for this conference versus 66 for last years; also we had a record 28 vendors signed up. Careflight has also brought their Medi-Lab.

The unclaimed funds issue has been completed and we received $400.00.  A big “Thanks” goes out to Darrell Perkins for researching and finding this for us.

Anyone who had not met with Brian Rogers concerning issues with the Fall 2009 Conference hotel in Lima, were asked to please do so immediately after this meeting. 

The Advance Trauma Triage (ATT) Coordinators class had four (4) of our members completing and the next ATT Class will be held at the Fall 2010 Conference in Springfield.

Anyone interested in the Cadaver Lab at the 2010 Fall Conference is encouraged to register ASAP.

At this conference we are sponsoring the Mid-Ohio Food Bank and accepting canned/non-perishable goods donations or money.

Brain Rogers will give the Travel & Learn information when his report is given.

Pat mentioned there were not enough words to thank Kat Sayre for all of the work she did for this Annual Conference.  Kat did an amazing job.  Pat also gave the corrections for the addresses for the Springfield Conference locations – 2 sites listed the same in the teaser, will be correct in the brochure.  She also wanted to give a huge THANK YOU to STRYKER Medical for sponsoring all of the expenses for ‘Corky’ Young as our Keynote Speaker.  Pat also reminded everyone to fill out the Evaluation forms – they do get read.  She also mentioned the Hospitality Rooms are BYOB & snacks.
Allan D motioned to accept Pat’s VP report and seconded by Richard B., approved.

The Treasurer’s report is posted.  Bev C. motioned to accept and seconded by Allan D. Bill R. abstained and all approved 

Dist. 5 Dir. Brian Rogers’ report is posted.  The Travel & Learn will be to Tulum, Mexico.  It is an All-Inclusive for $1100.00 going Oct. 23 – 30, 2010. 

Dist. 3 Dir. Larry Paine wanted to ensure everyone that his health is not the reason he is choosing not to run again and reiterated his support for Mike Strawser for the position.

Dist. 2 Dir. Larry Chaffin’s report is posted. Larry performed the 2nd reading of “3.0.7 Corporate Membership Information” COR change. The first reading had been in April at the Spring Conf.  A motion to approve was made by April M. and seconded by Bobbi G., and approved by vote.

  Some issues were also addresses due to some questions brought up: 1.) “Write-In” voting for candidates per Robert’s Rules of Order. We do not specifically prohibit it in our COR or SOG, thus it is allowed. 2.) We do not have a Standardized ballot.  The Board and the Credentialing Committee will be devising such for future conferences.  Hope is to have one dome at least in a draft form for the 2010 Fall Conf. in Springfield.   Also of note from Larry is that his and Sally’s e-mails will be changing around July 1st due to Verizon Wireless being bought by Frontier Communication.

Dist. 1 Dir. Melanie Erbaugh’s report is posted.  She wanted to give MVH a big “Thanks” for getting the Sim-Man going.

Dist. 4 Dir. Don Phillips’ report is posted.   Reminded everyone that the Memorial Service is tonight and encouraging everyone to attend.  Mentioned that Sally Chaffin has worked very hard on the Memorial Service and it will be very much worth attending.  

A Motion to approve all District Director’s Reports was asked for.  The motion was made by Allan D., seconded by Pineapple, and approved by vote.

Mention made of the OAEMS Official Facebook Page – have over 100 members and have been posting conferences and other items.
The Patch Board is being converted to a “Patch Blanket” by Darrell Perkins. The patches placed on it will be limited to patches from our members’ departments and our vendors. Some of the patches that were just given as interesting may not show up there.

The Association has directed Kat Sayre to write letters to all known EMS Education institutions/providers to encourage them to let their students know about us and help generate more membership.  Bobbi Gearhart mentioned that such institutions can be found on the State EMS Website; Sue from the State confirmed this.

Karen read the “Expense Policy & Procedure for Individual Members” again just to remind the members of the opportunities they have as incentives for recruiting new membership and reminded all that the “Free Visitors” do not get CEU’s.

Karen announced that the party tonight (Sat.) is being held at the Ohio Fire Museum with the hall and DJ being sponsored by Brian Rogers and Melanie Erbaugh.  OAEMS has No Liability for this party as the organization is NOT the sponsor.  Their will be a box or boot out for donations that will be used for other parties – it does not go into OAEMS coffers.

Karen also reminded everyone of the opportunity to take advantage of the Ohio State Parks discount for our members when staying at the lodges and using “OAEMS” as the password when you make your reservations.

Bill discussed about the Website not working; several people had let him know and he had noticed it also.  Upon checking into it he found out the Host Server had crashed, not our site.  The Site is up but has defaulted to an older version so some things that were on it may need to be re-downloaded or updated.  The State Parks information is on the Website.  Also, the Website will be getting a new look. Bill gave a reminder that no pictures of the parties are to be posted on the Website or on the Facebook Page, none with alcohol or such; general pictures only. Also, if you are posting a picture of someone else, you must notify them and get their permission.
