SUMMER 2011 General Business Meeting Minutes

Meeting Called to Order: 11:33 by President Karen Beavers

  Karen also recognized another Past President present: Bobbi Gearhart.
President Karen gave a big”Welcome to All” and mentioned that all of the classes have been well attended.  She also welcomed all New Members and asked them to stand and be recognized.  She did also mention that the Budget Committee, with Jack Liberator as Chair, is working on a Budget for the organization and will have it done by the 2011 Fall Conference.
Barb Montler from the Credentialing Committee confirmed that a quorum was present.

Pledge of Allegiance performed.                 

Karen asked Billy Dixon, Chair of the Internal Audit Committee, how the Internal Audit from this conference went and he confirmed that everything was in order and OAEMS “bottom line is in the black”, just the way he likes to see.  Karen thanked him for the report.
Karen announced that the EMS Board seat is up in November and she needs to submit at least 3 names to fill that seat.  Anyone wishing to fill that seat please let her know by the end of the conference.

Linda Worstenberg (sp) is promoting the Next Of Kin notification system database and is here to help people fill out the form.  BMV is supposed to have this information, but gaps have occurred.
Our Insurance Company is changing from Assure America to Ratermann Insurance Agency out of Fort Loramie.  It is the same coverage /same corporation, just moving from a West VA agency to an OH one.

Karen had asked Sherrod Brown to come to the conference but he was busy.  The Governor was also unable to make it, nor was the group from Arizona that was involved with the Gifford shooting.

Marketing & Publishing Administrator Kat wanted to “Thank everyone for attending”.

VP Melanie gave a “Thank You” to all for coming. She relayed that the focused Pediatric [Wed] and Cardiac [Thu] classes were well attended and received. She mentioned that our CEU Accreditation was renewed and the State is very pleased with us.  Conferences coming up: 2011 Fall will be October 21st thru 23rd in Van Wert at the Vantage Career Center, hotel information will be out later; 2012 Winter will be held here at the Crowne Plaza, more information to come; 2012 Spring will be held in the Youngstown area – Pineapple and Kathleen Wallace working on; a couple of One-Days are also scheduled – August 13th at Amanda Township FD and a one in December at Delaware Career Center.
Mel’s report is posted.  Motion to approve by Allan Davis and seconded by Terry Setty, all approved.

Treasurer’s report is posted.  Motion to approve by Allan D. and seconded by Mary Scott, all approved. Only abstention was by Shane as Interim Treasurer.
District 1 report is posted.  Matt reminded all that the County Representative meeting will be at 1400 hours in the Ballroom 3&4 meeting room. 
District 2 report is posted.  Pineapple mentioned this is the International Association of Fire Chief’s Safety Week and we have too many injured or killed on the list.  Everyone needs to slow down, be safe and take the time to think about what you are doing and do it safely.

District 3 report is posted.  Mike thanked everyone for coming.

District 4 report is posted.

District 5 report is posted.

Allan Davis made the motion to approve all of the District Director reports and was seconded by Bobbi Gearhart.  All approved. 

Announced the Minutes from the Spring Conference 2011 are posted and a motion to approve them was asked for.  Peggy Edwards motioned to approve all minutes and was seconded by Ryan McCrea.  Shane abstained. Minutes approved as posted. 

The External Audit that has been requested several times will be completed by our CPA who does our payroll taxes – they accept payments, so it will not cost us a big amount at once.  It will be started on next week following this conference.  

Tony Kilburn will be working on grants for the organization; he took the training on his own and paid for it himself.

Karen reminded everyone to be sure to let us know if you have speakers/topics that you want for a conference. She also reminded everyone that Public Service Vendors, such as the Ohio Military Reserve and the Next-of-Kin notification vendor can come in and display for free.

Larry Chaffin mentioned the Memorial Service is coming up tonight and we have 23 names on the list with 7 of them as LODD.  Sally Chaffin stated that everyone is encouraged to “come as they are” [except the Honor Guard and Memorial Service Committee who are to dress up].

Jack Liberator mentioned that at Stark County’s Annual EMS Breakfast coming up Monday, this year’s EMS Person of the Year is OAEMS Member Jimmie Herstine.  Everyone gave a round of applause.

Darrel Perkins brought up that the Memorial Committee has discussed changing the time period for recognized service deaths to January through December of the preceding year.  This year’s of course went from last June 1st to this June 1st as done previously.  The change for next year will still cover anyone missed from this January through to December 31st, 2011.  They will then be recognized at the 2012 Annual Summer Conference.  Some discussion ensued to help everyone understand the change.

Marilyn Baker asked if law enforcement officers could be submitted, not just EMS or Fire.  It was agreed that any level of EMS certification is acceptable.
Marcia Baer mentioned that a lot goes into the conference and wanted to recognize all of the work that Kat Sayre does for the conference and the organization as a whole.
Carl Bishop asked if we could discuss House Bill 95.  He was told he could have 1 minute to discuss it and he talked about it being the “Pill Mill” regulating law.

Jack L. mentioned House Bill 96 that is of concern to all of us as it addresses cruelty towards all Healthcare Workers and includes EMS Providers.  If any aggressive actions are taken towards a Healthcare Worker, it will now be charge as a Felony 4 instead of a Misdemeanor.

A bill really important is coming in San Diego that will be banning circumcision.  If no one addresses it, it may pass.  Get any concerns to the Board or office.

Sharon O’Reilly asked why we did not have an election for the Treasurer role. Everyone was informed that the one nominee had withdrawn their name.   An External Audit was asked for and it is going to be completed after this Conference as had been agreed to at the 2011 Spring Conference in Canton.  Once the External Audit is completed we will appoint someone to the role from the list of those who have expressed an interest in filling the role.
As required in elections where only one person is running unopposed, as we have in both the District 1 & 2 races currently, we have one written vote cast for each person.  This was done for Matt Dick and Mike Raymond, respectively, by Mel Erbaugh.  Matt is the District 1 Director and Mike “Pineapple” Raymond is the District 2 Director.  We used to do it by acclamation, but now we have it in writing to avoid any issues.
A motion to adjourn was made by Brian Rogers and seconded by Kathleen Wallace and the meeting adjourned at 12:00 hours.
