SUMMER 2011 Post-Conference Meeting Minutes


Date of Meeting: Sunday, June 26th, 2011
Meeting Called to Order: 10:15 hours by President Beavers

Karen reminded all Board members that the Board Retreat was coming up on October 7th & 8th, 2011 at the Red Roof Inn again on Post Road where it had been held before.

Karen has received several names to give for the seat on the Ohio EMS Board.

Karen has received several names expressing interest in appointment to the OAEMS Treasurer Position that will be appointed once the External Audit by our CPA is completed.  The nominee from the 2011 Spring Conference withdrew their name at the start of this Annual Conference.

Karen has contacted a more local representative agency for our insurance through Assure America Corporation in Fort Loramie, Ohio as opposed to the West VA one we had been utilizing.  The name of our new agency, who took over effectively 05/01/2011, is the Ratermann Insurance Agency, 311 N. Main St., Fort Loramie, OH.  Karen will go ahead and sign the papers with them.

 Brian Rogers mentioned that he purchased the wireless microphones/cords/transmitter/speaker package from Bill Roberts for $150.00 for OAEMS to have for future use.  We agreed to write a check to Brian for the amount at the Retreat, once all bills from this conference had been paid.  We will save money on these at future conferences by not having to pay for use of these items from a hotel and just paying the hook-up fee(s).  Karen thanked Brian for doing this.
Karen and others are meeting around 11:30 with the lady from the hotel to discuss the contract for next year’s Annual Summer Educational Conference being held again at this facility.  Several asked that they discuss obtaining the “White Tent/Pavilion” for the Hospitality Room for next year.  Karen asked for a motion.  Pineapple made the motion and was seconded by Mel. Jack L. asked if the rates/costs would be the same as this year.  Karen indicated they would.  Question arose as to what it would cost for a room for a Hospitality Suite if the White Pavilion was too high – Board members want to get it out of Karen and Kat’s room.   The dates for 2012 Summer Conference would be June 25th through July 1st.  Brian had to leave for an AV issue in the classroom.   Kat asked that the management representative have the strong suggestion made to her that the restaurant be better staffed next year for food service and the bar get a food runner.  Too much time was taken this year when a reasonably sized group went down to eat after Saturday’s activities.
Shane asked a clarification question on information he had heard that the local department can attend the conference in their jurisdiction for free.  This is true, but they can not get CEU’s for the classes they attend if they attend for free.  CEU’s can only be given to paying attendees.

Mel had to leave to deal with an issue, quorum still present.

Karen gave member Tony Kilburn some OAEMS Letterhead as he is working on grants for the organization.  Question was asked about giving old patches to Scott Miller.  Everyone was fine with these.

Kat suggested we offer a “Grant Writing” class at the January Conference for our members to be able to learn more about writing grants for their departments.  Jack stated his department has done very well with grants after someone attended a class on it.

Karen mentioned we can talk about specific classes and such at the Retreat in October.  ITLS would be a conflict with ATT class – but we need to discuss offering again.  Some people stated they had to pick between good breakouts [nice problem for us to have – means we have many good speakers/topics] and wondered if we could do like other conferences they have been to and offer the same class more than one time period, so they could do both.  

Lunch had a good crowd – looks like our numbers are up. 

Jack mentioned he likes the facility, glad we are using it again next year.

Pineapple does not like having the Hospitality Room in Karen’s and Kat’s room. [Others in agreement]
Mike S. liked the facility, but felt the food was a bit high priced.

Brian thought things went great, happy with facility.  He mentioned about people wanting more “fun”, such as playing cards, and the like, but would not like having to have a hotel supplied bartender for a “party room” – cost would be high and could not bring own beverages in..  Most people seemed to like the story-telling, and suggested the DVD showing [Jeff Dunham or something like] again in a corner or another room.
Kat mentioned the BWC/Safety Congress coming up at the end of March 2012 and they want to run CEU’s through us for the event.  They may have 3,000 attendees.  Everyone agreed we need to make sure we do this.  In July they have a Committee meeting that Kat will attend. 
Melanie thanked everyone for their help with putting on this conference. She did mention that we do need to appoint a Sergeant-At-Arms for each conference to ensure people play by the rules.

Karen loves how well the conference went and how well the Board worked together.  She had a great time.

Jack mentioned that in the past he has left some Board meetings very disgusted and is very happy with how opposite to that he felt with the Board meetings/interactions this weekend.
